The MSU Math Department requires a C or better in Math in Your
World or College Algebra to enroll in a higher-level math.

Students with an ACT Math sub-score of 24+ may qualify to take
one math: Trigonometry/Statistics with credit for MA 1313 or
Calculus (MA 1613 or 1713).
